-Chairman of the board at
Schlitz, Erwin C. Uihlein,
wondered what his late father,
August Uihlein, would have
thought of it all. “August was
Benedikt’s oldest son, the first
to come to Milwaukee to
work with his uncle August
Krug, founder of the brew-
ery, he explained.
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It is traditional in the cir-
cus for the owners to ride at
the head of the parade in a
fancy carriage with high step-
ping horses, so, as sponsors
of the circus parade, Robert
A. Uihlein, jr., president of
Jos. Schlitz Brewing Co., and
Mrs. Uihlein, donned cos-
tumes of the era.

-The 1910 frock coat and
top hat Uihlein selected was
reminiscent of a costume his
late father, the senior Robert
Uihlein, might have wom in
his twenties. Uthlein’s wife's
dress was typical of a frock
his mother, Mary llsley Uijh-
lein, could have chosen to
watch a circus parade during
the same period.

“It was a three ring circus
trying to find the right dress,”
Laurie Uihlein said. Finally,
the problem was solved by a
Milwaukee costumer who
made the high necked, purple
and white organdy print she
wore. It was styled with white
and silver-white lace ruffles
and purple moire buff bows.
A white straw hat trimmed
with purple tulle bows, white
lace mittens and a parasol
completed her costume.
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Mr. and Mrs. Uihlein left
their carriage when they
reached the reviewing stand
in front of the Milwaukee Au-
ditorium, where they viewed
the parade with Erwin Uih-
lein’s family, the governor
and other dignitaries.
