Are Nearly Completed

- Although Mrs, Rae Bell's
needlepoint activities haven’t yet
reached the point where she has
started a petit point waist coat
for her husband as has one Chi-
cago Wwoman, she expects in a
few weeks to complete her
twelfth dining room chair seat
cover. The three years she has
employed on them are not really
so long when one considers that
she has worked only during the
evenings and has done all of the
half stitches around the center
design in addition to the wreathas
of brightly colored flowers and
the rust colored background.

Symons of Hampton Court, Eng-
land, who, by the way does most
of the repair worlkk on the rare
pieces owned by English mu-
seums, she learned not only the
art of needlepoint and petit
point but that of the hedebo of
Norwey and the crewel work of
the Jacobean period.

It was while thumbing through
old German magazines that Mrs,
Weigell found the cross stitch
design which she reproduced on
canvas and used as the patiern
tor the ladder back Georgian
chair in her home. At present
ehe Is studying old patterns in
an effort to find one which will
be in keeping with the style of
her dining room chairs. When
she finds it, she will send i1t to
Chicago where a member of the
Royal School of Needle Work in
J.ondon, who is now conducting
a course similar to the one she
took In 1918, will tint the design
on canvass as she specifies.

Precedents

JOSEPH V. QUARLES, E. Ju-

neau avenue, is a descendant
of the Quarles family which
originated in Ufford, England, in
1066. The origin of the name is

completely lost; it is obviously
of French derivation, but the ex-
act meaning is unknown, though
the spelling has remained un-
altered for 900 years.

At the time of Puritan oppres-
sion, some of the members fled
to Holland, where they were
known as the Quarles Van Uf-
ford., There s still a Baron
Quarles de Quarles living in Am-
sterdam,

However, the majority of the
family remained in England as
staunch royalists. A Frances
Quarles was poet laureate under
Charles I, but when that luckless
monarch was beheaded, thse
family fortunes declined. Royal-
ists were persecuted under Crom-
well’s rule, and at last two of the
brothers escaped from England
under false names, and sailed to
America, Chance separated them,
and one landed in Salem in 1644,
while the other made his way to
Virginia, The southern hranch
spread throughout the South and
West, and is a large family to-
day.

F the descendants of the Sa-

lem branch, only the Mil-
waukee family is left. For a num-
ber of generations the family re-
mained in New England, and at
the time of the Revolution, Sam-
uel Quarles, the founder of Os-
sipee, N. H,, was the family head,
It was his son, Col. Joseph V.
